SECTION 5 TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

[image: ]Terms and Conditions Policy Document to Sign
HEALTH AND SAFETY POLICY FOR CATERERS AND TRADE STAND HOLDERS
1. SCOPE 
ORA Events has a legal obligation to ensure the safe organisation of the event before, during and after event day and accordingly has agreed a Statement of Health and Safety Policy for the information of exhibitors, traders, caterers and all involved in the New Forest Marathon and UK Trail Running Festival Events.

2.SETTING UP 

New Forest Marathon 
Where possible traders must set up between 7am and 9pm from Wednesday 10th to Saturday 13th September. There will also be access to the village on Sunday 14th between 5.30am until 7:00am. No vehicles may remain on site after 7:00am.
RACE VILLAGE OPENS TO THE PUBLIC AT 7:00am – 5:00pm Sunday 14h September. YOU MAY START TRADING ANY TIME AFTER THE OFFICAL OPENING TIME.
 
Trade Stands must stay set up until the Race Village Manager signals you can start to pack up. No vehicles are allowed back into the Race Village until the Race Village is declared closed to the public by the Race Village Manager. Any vehicle moving on site must not exceed 8mph and must have their hazards on at all times! Unless prior agreement all trade/stock vehicles must be left in the Traders Parking Area, a short distance from the Trading Areas.

UK Trail Running Festival 
Where possible traders must set up between 7am and 9pm from Wednesday 23rd to Saturday 26th April. There will also be access to the Race Village on Sunday 27th April between 6:00am until 8:00am. No vehicles may remain on site after 8:00am. RACE VILLAGE OPENS TO THE PUBLIC AT 8:00am – 4:00pm Sunday 27th April. YOU MAY START TRADING ANY TIME AFTER THE OFFICAL OPENING TIME. 

Trade Stands must stay set up until the Race Village Manager signals you can start to pack up. No vehicles are allowed back into the Race Village until the Race Village is declared closed to the public by the Race Village Manager. Any vehicle moving on site must not exceed 8mph and must have their hazards on at all times! Unless prior agreement all trade/stock vehicles must be left in the Traders Parking Area, a short distance from the Trading Areas.

2. FOOD HYGIENE 
Caterers and any trade stand holder providing food or drinks to the public should satisfy Local Authority requirements of quality and hygiene of food for public consumption. All caters must hold a valid food hygiene certificate. 

3. ALCOHOLIC REFRESHMENTS 
It is the responsibility of caterers providing alcoholic refreshments to obtain full licensing for this purpose. 

4. PUBLIC LIABILITY 
All caterers and trade stand holders must provide themselves with min £5 Million public liability insurance for the period of their presence on the Showground. A copy of your Public Liability Insurance must accompany this application. ORA Events Ltd will not be held liable for content/material/stock/product/associated items of traders. All traders are advised to have their own insurance in place to protect their business and assets.

5. MACHINERY 
5.1 Fairground Equipment 
Operators of fairground or such like equipment should be familiar with the “HSE Code of Practice at Fairs” and must ensure that the requirements of this code are observed at all times. 

5.2 Electrical Equipment 
Caterers and trade stand holders who provide portable electric equipment for their own use should arrange for it to be inspected and tested by a competent electrician before use at the event/s. There will be no power supplied unless prior booking and payment has been completed.

5.3 Steam-generating commercial coffee machines. 
If you are operating an installed system or own a mobile system you shall not operate the system or allow it to be operated unless you have a written scheme for the periodic examination, by a competent person in place. You may wish to have your inspection report to hand should you be asked for this. 

You must provide a copy of the current inspection report, for any steam generating coffee machines which must have a written scheme of periodic inspection in place.  This is due to the serious harm that may be caused by one of these pieces of equipment potentially exploding.

5.4 Other Machinery or Equipment 
Users of all machinery or equipment (including that covered in 5.1 or 5.2) should ensure that it is both insured and operated only by a competent adult and shall be secured against interference by unauthorised persons. 

6. LIQUID PETROLEUM GAS (LPG) 
Users of LPG-fuelled appliances shall ensure that the appliances have been recently examined and tested by a competent person and should provide evidence that this has been done. Users of LPG should also be familiar with the requirements of HSB Guidance Note CS6 “The storage and use of LPG on construction sites”. 

7. PA EQUIPMENT 
If you wish to amplify vocals or music you MUST seek permission from ORA Events. We have a strict limitation on the amount of music allowed on site and direction of sound travel. Any additional amplified sound must not conflict with main entertainment and must be agreed prior to the event date.    

8. CLEANING UP
You are expected to leave your trading area as you find it. Please take all rubbish home with you or leave it in the bins provided. 
9. FIRE PREVENTION 
You are required to have your own fire cover if you have any electrical components or cooking equipment with your pitch. You must have a suitably classed fire extinguisher to suit the operation/appliances of your pitch. E.G. ABCDE types of the correct size. Fire prevention must be covered in your Risk Assessment.   
10. COVID PROTOLCOLS 
We are committed to being Covid safe and request that all traders reflect the measures taken to ensure safety of both staff and public in their risk assessments. 
11. MEAL VOUCHERS
To ensure a smooth process CAT 1 food vendors must be prepared to accept 25 meal vouchers (please keep these to show proof of acceptance) On Event Day please ensure all staff are aware of Volunteer Meal offerings that have been submitted and included in our volunteer menu.

SECTION 6 RISK ASSESSMENT
 
The risk assessment is a requirement by law. This is what the headings mean: 

Identified risks - thinks that can cause risks such as a gazebo being blown over by the wind - we require at least 5 or 6 risks in a risk assessment 

Severity hazard - if the risk happened how severe could it be? eg, a gazeebo blowing over and hitting someone could be very severe therefore we score it a 5. 
There is a key at the bottom of the page. you are required to score each risk against this key. I have included it below 
Likelihood - how likely is it that this will happen - eg if it is windy then it is quite possible, therefore we score it a 3 against the key 
Risk factor - to work out your risk factor you times the severity by the liklihood eg 5 x 3 = 15 
Control measures- what we can do to control the risk and reduce the liklihood of it happening eg we can use weights on the gazeebo or we can use brightly coloured guy ropes or we can remove the gazeebo competekly if the wind becomes strong and weights are not good enough
